Very Important change for High School Students membership
for 2011-2012 — If a High School student is enrolled at a Technical College or
Community College and will be a SkillsUSA member — “Agqgain for this
Year” From our National Office — any High School student enrolled at a
Technical College or Community College must be signed up in this manner:

1.) The home town High School that the student attends is the school of record.

2.) The student is to be signed up as a High School Member of SkillsUSA at the
school of record.

Since the High School of record may/or/may not be a SkillsUSA chapter
listed in the online pull down menu, you must either contact National
SkillsUSA, Mrs. Judy Garrison or myself to have the new High School
listed.

**Please NOTE!! No longer is it permissible to list a High School student
attending a Technical College or a Community College as a member of the
College chapter, and listed as a High School student as in the past. This is
the current rule for 2011-2012 school year. Please call me if you have any
questions about this new rule from National SkillsUSA.

SKILLSUSA BRAND STANDARDS

This is a second "lesson" to support standards that enforce the organization’s
brand. Please rely on the SkillsUSA Publications Office to review the use of the
SkillsUSA logo in your communications. Remember, standards for the use of our
state and national logos are important because:

» SkillsUSA should be easily recognized every time we send a message to our
audience.

» We should present ourselves as a professional organization with the highest of
standards.

* Every time we use the logo properly, we reinforce our credibility, positive image
and message.

* Using the logo consistently provides legal (trademark) protection.

The public is bombarded by thousands of visual messages every day. If we want
to communicate our own message, we have to cut through the clutter and
present ourselves in a way that is consistent and easily recognizable. Even small
changes to the SkillsUSA logo will weaken our effort.

If you go to our online instructions at http.//skillsusa.org/about/logos2.shtml you
will see that the second guideline is, "DON'T add any other words or graphics to
the art." Our graphic standards require a specific margin of space around the
logo. As a rule, this space equals the height of the "k" in the "SkillsUSA" part of
the logo, at whatever size the logo is being used. Think of this rectangle as an
invisible "no-fly zone" around the logo. No other graphics or type may extend into
this zone, which includes the blank area above the left part of "SkillsUSA" in the
logo.




The logo may appear with other graphic elements as long as this space
requirement is respected. If the logo doesn't fit with your design, consider spelling
out "SkillsUSA" in the typeface you are already using and moving the logo to
another prominent area -- for example, to the back cover of a publication, or to
the sleeve of a T-shirt.

The same rules apply to our "SkillsUSA: Champions at Work" slogan art and
other approved variations of the logo. The EPS graphics that can be downloaded
from our website include a white background with the correct space around all
four sides. State logos are on the state association directors' section of the
website.

Grant states will also receive an additional $1,000 stipend to cover the cost of
dumpster rental or other direct expenses.

States receiving grants will also receive gift items, such as tool bags, to provide
to first-, second- and third-place winners at the high school and college levels as
part of their state-provided prizes.

About TeamWorks

The TeamWorks event requires a team of four people to build a joint project in
six hours or less, demonstrating their preparation for employment in residential
construction. Team members must analyze a project drawing, write an action
plan, give a presentation and demonstrate their ability to work as a team



performing skills in residential carpentry, plumbing, electricity and masonry. They
are also judged on cleanliness of job site, timeliness of completing the project
and proper inventorying of tools and equipment. For complete TeamWorks
contest details and guidelines, see the SkillsUSA Championships Technical
Standards.

Efforts for Perkins Paying Off; Still Work To Do

The House and Senate Appropriations Committees have released their
allocations for Fiscal Year (FY) 2012. Due to the advocacy efforts of the
Association for Career and Technical Education (ACTE), NASDCTEc and the
entire CTE field, Perkins funding has been maintained in both bills. This is a
great victory for the CTE community. However, level-funding for Perkins is not "in
the bag," according to ACTE. Negotiations on how to complete work on the
appropriations bills are still taking place and we have to remind Congress how
crucial Perkins funds are to our students, communities and businesses.

SkillsUSA's Office of Publications has a mission to support standards that
enforce the organization’s brand. Standards for the use of the national and state
logos are important because:



« SkillsUSA should be easily recognized every time we send a message to our
audience.

* We should present ourselves as a professional organization with the highest of
standards.

* Every time we use the logo properly, we reinforce our credibility, positive image
and message.

* Using the logo consistently provides legal (trademark) protection.

The public is bombarded by thousands of visual messages every day. To
communicate our own message, we in SkillsUSA have to cut through the clutter
and present ourselves in a way that is consistent and easily recognizable. Even
small changes to our logos will weaken this effort.

Although the Publications staff is always available to review your use of the logo,
a reminder may be helpful from time to time. For example, if you go to our online
instructions at http.//skillsusa.org/about/logos2.shtml you will see that the first
basic guideline is, "DON'T alter or attempt to re-create any part of the art."

Daniel Berrios, a graduate of Bethlehem Area Vocational-Technical School in
Bethlehem, Pennsylvania won the WorldSkills Cabinetmaking Qualifying Trial at
AWFS®Fair, July 20-23 in Las Vegas and will represent the United States at the
2013 WorldSkills Competition in Leipzig, Germany.

Highlights

e The State Association Director Annual Professional Development and
Training Conference was just held in Louisville, Kentucky, August 16-21. New
state association directors arrived on Monday, August 15, and began their
training that evening. Experienced directors arrived on August 16. They had a
packed schedule with lots of best practice sessions on association
management. We had ten new directors attending, and 51 directors in all, and
45 state associations were represented. The largest State Director Training
Conference due to Louisville becoming the new home in 2015 for the
SkillsUSA Championships.



o SkillsUSA surveyed the National Education Team and the Championships
technical committees after the 2011 SkillsUSA Championships. There
were approximately 10 questions on each survey. The final results will be
released later, but the answers to two of the questions from the technical
committee survey jumped out at me. When asked if the membership of the
2011 national technical committee reflects a variety of leading companies
in their industry, 71 percent strongly agreed and 24 percent agreed. When
asked if the 2011 contests reflect current industry expectations for the
skills and competencies of an entry-level worker in their occupational
specialty, 73 percent strongly agreed and 24 percent agreed.

o Letters from SkillsUSA accompanying the state press releases on
Championships medalists and Skill Connect recipients have been faxed to
all the members of Congress who had constituent winners. They’ve also
gone to the governors and state CTE directors. SkillsUSA has been
getting good responses from both Congress and governors requesting
home addresses so they can send letters of congratulations. It makes a
difference sending the letters before the congressional recess.
